iv. Only one Application Form is to be submitted by a candidate for each session. Multiple application forms submitted by a candidate 

for the same session will not be accepted at any cost. 

v. Candidates are requested to fill in the Application Form very carefully. No corrections will be permitted once the Application Form is
